  Network of Street Vendors for Sustainable Development.

• Cover  23,588 informal workers, 11,676 or 49.5% female and 
11,912 or 50.5 male located in the North, South, Northeast, 
Central of Thailand and Bangkok. 

• However, excluding transport workers, FLEP works with 17,195 
informal workers, 11.411 (66%)female and 5,782 (34%)male.
